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Members of KIPVA are eligible to enter a drawing for two tickets to an Indianapolis Colts home 
game for the 2010 season. In order to participate, members must complete the form on page 5 
of the newsletter, or print and complete the entry from the chapter website (www.kipva.org).  
 
Completed entry forms must be mailed to the chapter office at 1030 Goss Avenue, 
Louisville KY 40217. All entries must be postmarked no later than June 30, 2010. 
 
How Are Winners Selected? 
 
The name of each eligible member who submits an entry form will be written on a slip and 
placed in a container for the blind drawing (ticket lottery). 
 
Tickets will be awarded to members based upon the order their name is drawn, and, as much 
as possible, in accordance with the memberôs game preference. Once a memberôs name has 
been drawn and been assigned tickets to one game that memberôs name will be set aside and 
he/she may not receive more tickets until all eligible lottery entrants have been matched with 
game tickets or cannot be matched with tickets to a game of their choice. 
 
When an entrantôs name is drawn he/she will receive two tickets to the highest choice of game 
for which tickets are available. For example, the member who is drawn first will receive two 
tickets to his/her first choice of games. The second member whose name is drawn will receive 
two tickets to his/her first choice of games. 
 
If no tickets remain for a memberôs first choice of games, he/she will receive tickets to their 2nd 
choice. If no tickets remain to the memberôs 1st or 2nd choice, the member will receive tickets 
to the game ranked next on the list. The drawing will continue in this manner until all eligible 
entrants have been matched to game tickets or cannot be matched to a game of their choice. 
 
If tickets remain after all entrants have been matched with tickets additional rounds of drawing 
will be held. For each of these additional rounds all entrant names will be returned to the 
drawing pot. The procedures for the first round will be used for a second and any additional 
lottery rounds. The goal of each round is to match of eligible member entrants to a game of 
their choice based upon the luck of the draw. No member is able to receive more than four 
tickets for the season. 
 
If My Name is Drawn, How Do I Get My Tickets? 
 
If your name is selected for tickets, you will receive your tickets via certified mail.

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Senate Bill 1963 Passes!  
 
On April 21, 2010, the House of 
Representatives passed Senate Bill 1963, as 
amended, and on April 22, 2010, the United 
States Senate passed the same bill and 
forwarded it to the President to be signed into 
law.   
 
S. 1963 covers a broad array of health care 
initiatives and reforms contained in multiple 
bills that have been pending since the start of 
the 111th Congress. 
  
Of particular note is a provision that has long 
been a goal of Paralyzed Veterans of America, 
the elimination of co-payments for Priority 4 
(catastrophically disabled non-service 
connected) veterans. 
 
Specifically, the bill contains Section 511 of 
Title 5, Prohibition on Collection of 
Copayments from Veterans who are 
Catastrophically Disabled. This prohibits VA 
from collecting copayments from 
catastrophically disabled veterans for medical 
services rendered, including prescription drug 
and nursing home care copayments. 
  
The effective dates for the implementation of 
this legislation have not yet been established 
nor have associated regulations. Government 
Relations staff will provide additional 
information as it becomes available as well as 
more details on the full range of provisions 
contained in the bill.
